- As a result of the 2009 legislative session, resident hunters ages 12 and 13 are entitled to receive a statewide antlerless white-tailed
deer license. An individual whose 12th birthday occurs on or before the opening day of the youth deer hunting season (September 18,
2009) but who is younger than 14 years of age on the opener (September 18, 2009), is eligible to apply. The 12 or 13 year old licensee may
hunt statewide, but only during the youth deer hunting season (September 18 through September 27, 2009).

- Application must be postmarked no later than September 1, 2009.
Please note that some post offices use the following days postmark if mailed after regular hours. Mail your application early to ensure a proper postmark.

SEASON DATES: September 18 (Noon) through September 27, 2009.

2. HUNTER SAFETY EDUCATION: ATTENTION! Since you were born after December 31, (12 or 13 Year Old Deer License)
1961, you must fill in your hunter education certificate nhumber, and the state or
province in which you received it. Required hunter education certification must be
completed prior to application being submitted. ATTENTION: Compliance is enforced by verification with state enforcement
agencies. If your certificate is unnumbered, write “none” and the year and state in which you were certified. If you have a change
in last name since completing the course, attach a note to the application.

4. FEE: The fee is $10.00 at time of application. Do not send cash. Personal checks, cashier’'s checks or money orders are acceptable.
A separate check or money order is required for each application. Make payable to N.D. Game and Fish Department. Insufficient funds
checks will be turned over to a collection agency and be subject to additional costs. If money is not collected, the applicant will be ineligible
for both the current year and the following year. Other licenses required are a $1.00 fishing, hunting & furbearer certificate and a $13.00
general game and habitat license.

All 12 and 13 year old antlerless white-tailed deer hunters may hunt statewide (all units).
All regulations in effect for the regular deer gun season apply during the youth deer hunting season.

Arrowwood, Chase Lake, Des Lacs, J. Clark Salyer, Long Lake, Lostwood, Lake Alice, Sibley Lake, Slade, Tewaukon, Lake Nettie, Lake Zahl, and
Upper Souris National Wildlife Refuges are open during the youth deer season. Hunters are required to contact refuge headquarters prior to hunting,
for permission and information concerning access, areas closed for safety, or other conditions.

Each 12 or 13 year old licensee must be accompanied by at least one unarmed parent, guardian, or adult authorized by their parent or guardian.
No 12 or 13 year old licensee hunting in the field during the youth deer hunting season may be accompanied by a nonlicensee carrying a firearm
or bow and arrow. A nonlicensee is a person not having a 12 or 13 year old antlerless white-tailed deer license.
